Angelo (Funk Pdl, 1894-1974) 1910-tél tanul fotogrdfidt. Mesterei Dihrkoop, Hoppé, valamint Székely Aladar. 19 16-ban Kertész Mihdly ren-
dez&asszisztense és operatére. Elsé 6ndllé fotdmitermét 1919-ben nyitja Budapesten, majd egy évvel késébb mdr Pdrizsban és Nizzdban
is dolgozik. Aktivan vesz részt a fotds oktatdsban, fotogréfiai cikkeket publikdl. Retrospektiv kidllitdsat 1968-ban rendezik a Mdcsarnokban.

Berko Ferenc (1916-2000) Nagyvdradon sziletik, 1921-32 k&zott Berlinben, majd Frankfurtban €, itt fordul érdeki6dése a fotogifia felé.
A Bauhaus alkotdi fontos hatdssal vannak munkdira. 1932-38 kozott Londonban és Pdrizsban él, befejezi filozéfiai tanulmdnyait, egyre
intenzivebben foglalkozik fotogréfidval, riportokat, absztrakt felvételeket, aktokat készit. 1938-1947 kozott Indidban fotdstudidt nyit, doku-
mentumfilmeket készit. 1947-t6l 49-ig a the Art Institute of Chicago fotogdfia professzora.|949-t8l az Aspen Institute fotogrifusa.

Csorgeé Tibor (1896-1968) Vadas Ern( tanitvanyaként ismerkedik a fotogrdfidval. A harmincas évektél rendszeresen kidllit, nemzetkozi
magazinok kozlik képeit és cikkeit; késébb tobb fotografiai szakkdnyvet is megjelentet.

Holics Gyula (1919-1989) zenész, fotogrdfus. Az 1950-es évektdl vesz részt kidllitdsokon. Elsé ondllé tarlatdt a Fényes Adolf termben
1973-ban rendezik. Szerepel a Tény-kép. A magyar fotogifia torténete 1840-1982 cimi tdrlaton, s mlvei megjelennek a Kardos-Szildgyi:
Leletek a magyar fotogrdfia torténetébdl cimi kdnyvben is.

Kaldor Laszloé (1905-1963) belséépitész, grafikus. Kaesz Gyula tanftvanyaként tanul belséépitészetet, butortervezést, majd parizsi tanulmd-
nyutat tesz. A 20-as évek masodik felétél fotografal, melyekb&l montdzsokat is készit. A 30-as években rekldmépitészeti és belséépitészeti
munkdkat készit, majd egyre inkdbb a rekldamgrafika felé fordul.

Kerny Istvan (1879-1963) képei 1914-t8l jelennek meg az Erdekes Ujsagban és az Uj Idékben. A fotogréfia szamos teriiletén alkotott (do-
kumentarizmus, sport, néprajzi felvételek), de taldn korai trikkfelvételei a legérdekesebbek, melyek kozil kettét kozott Moholy-Nagy: Malerei.
Fotografie. Film c. 1925-ben megjelent kényve.

André Kertész (1894-1985) elsé felvételeit 1912-ben késziti. 1925-ben érkezik Parizsba, s 1927-ben kidllitassal jelentkezik az Au Sacre de
Printemps galéridban. 1936-ban New York-ba kéltézik. 1963-ban a Bibliotheque Nationale retrospektiv kidllitdst rendez miveibdl, melyet
1964-ben kovet a Museum of Modern Art-beli 6nallé tarlata.

Kinszki Imre (1901-1945) elsé felvételeit 1926-ban késziti. 193 1-ben a Fotdmivészeti Hirek-ben publikdl, majd 1934-ben megjelent
cikkében az 'Uj tdrgyilagossag' mellett érvel. 1937-ben alapité tagja a Modern Magyar Fényképez&k csoportjdnak. Rendszeresen publikal
az American Photography és a Popular Photography folydiratokban.

Langer Klara (1912-1973) képzémlivészeti tanulmdnyokat folytat, rekldmgrafikdval foglalkozik, ezutdn fordul érdekiédése a fotografia felé.
A 30-as évek elején kerll kapcsolatba a Szocialista Képzémlivészek Csoportjdval. 1938-39-ben Parizsban dolgozik, majd itthon folytatja
rekldmfotogrdfiai tevékenységét.

Pap Gyula (1899-1983) magyar Bauhdusler. Festé, grafikus, formatervezé és fotogrdfus. 1914-17 a Graphischen Lehr- und Versuchsanstalt
névendéke bécsben. 1917-18 katona a Doberddndl. 1920-23 a weimdri Bauhaus névendéke a fémmihelyben. 1923-25 a magyar délalféldon
és délerdélyben dolgozik lithografusként. 1926-33 a berlini Itten Schule festészeti tandra. 1934-1983 Budapesten él, 1947-49 a nagymarosi
Nagy Balogh népi kollégium és festdiskola igazgatdja, 1949-62 a budapesti Képz&mlivészeti féiskola tanara.

Szabo Lajos 1937-t8| 1949-ig fotogrdfiai kidllitdsok rendszeres szerepl&je. 1937-ben alapitd tagja a Modern Magyar Fényképezdk csoport-
janak, ugyanebben az évben rendezéje és kidlltdja is a Daguerre Centendriumi Nemzetkodzi Fényképkidllitdsnak. 1949-ben cikket jelentet
meg munkdibdl az American Photography.

Sz6l16sy Kalman (1887-1976) az 1920-as években Kankovszky Ervintdl és Balogh Rudolftdl tanult fényképezni. Késébb maga is tobb
generdcidt tanftott. A Die Galerie szerkesztéségének tagja. Szamtalan kidllitdson vett részt, képei megjelentek a Camera, Amateur
Photographer magazinokban.

Vadas Erné (1899-1962) gyermekkordtd! fényképez, késébb Balogh Rudolf tanitvdnya lesz. Alapitdsdtdl a MFSZ elndke. A Foto szerkesztéje.
Rendszeresen publikdl a Picture Postban és a Lilliputban, de a Vanity Fair, a Harper's Bazaar, a lllustrated London News is kozolte felvételeit.

Vecsényi Istvan (Vetschka, Wetschka 1898-1976) 1931-t8l publikdl a Fotdm{ivészeti Hirekben, eléaddsokat tart fotogréfiai kérdésekrdl.
Képeibdl gyakran készit brémolajnyomatot. Csendéletivel folyamatosan jelen van kidllitdsokon. 1937-ben egyéni kidllitast rendez miiveibdl
a MAOSZ (Magyar Amatérfényképészek Orszdgos Egyesilete).

Vydarény Ivan (1887-1982) épitész, fotogrifus, festé. Nagyapja Stefan Wydareny mitermes fényképész ismerteti meg a fotografidval.
Késébb folymatosan publikdl fotogréfiai témdkban, 1923-ban dr. Fejérvary Sandorral kézdsen jelenteti meg Az dtnyomds kézikonyve cim(
munkdjdt, mely dtfogd képet ad a fotografiai nemeseljardsokrdl. Hagyatékdt a Magyar fotografiai Mizeum &rzi.
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Angelo (Pal Funk, 1894-1974) Has studied photography since 1910. His teachers are Dihrkoop, Hoppé and Aladdr Székely. In 1916 he
works as an assistant director and cameraman with Michael Curtis. In 1919 Angelo opens his first own atelier in Budapest, but one year
later he works also in Paris and Nice. Angelo actively participates in teaching photography and publishes articles on this subject. His retros-
pective exhibition takes place in the Budapest Kunsthalle in 1968.

Ferenc Berké (1916-2000) Born in Nagyvédrad (Oradea, Romania), lived in Berlin 1921-32, then in Frankfurt, where he developed an inte-
rest in photography. The Bauhaus artists were an important influence on his work. Between 1932-38, he lived in London and Paris, where
he completed his studies in philosophy, and engaged in photography with increasing intensity, producing photojournalism, abstract images
and nudes. Between 1938-1947, he opened a photography studio in India, and made documentary films. From 1947-49, he was professor
of photography at the Art Institute of Chicago. From 1949, photographer at the Aspen Institute.

Tibor Csorged (1896-1968) Learns photography as a student of Emé Vadas. Since the 1930s has regularly exhibited while international
journals publish his works and articles. Later publishes a number of books on phototechnique.

Gyula Holics (1919-1989) Musician and photographer. Since the 1950s Holics has participated in exhibitions. His first comprehensive
show takes place in the Fényes Adolf hall in 1973. His works are included in Tény-kép, an exhibition of Hungarian photography between
1840 and 1982, as well as in the book Leletek a magyar fotogrdfia torténetébdl by Kardos-Szilagyi.

Laszlé Kaldor (1905-1963) An interior design and a graphic artist. Studies interior design and fumiture design as a pupil of Gyula Kaesz, after
which visits Paris on a study tour. In the second half of the 1920s Kéldor takes on photography and begins to make montages based on his
photographs. In the 1930s he focuses on advertising works and interior design. In the later period he almost entirely tums to advertising design.

Istvan Kerny (1879-1963) His photographs were published in Erdekes Ujsag (Interesting Newspaper) and Uj Idék (New Times) since
1914. He worked in many fields of photography (documentary, sport, ethnography), but the most interesting are perhaps his early trick
photos, among which two were published in 1925 in the book Moholy-Nagy: Malerei. Fotografie. Film (Painting; Photography; Film).

André Kertész (1894-1985) made his first photographs in 1912, Arrived in Paris in 1925, and appeared in 1927 with an exhibition at the
gallery Au Sacre de Printemps. Moved to New York in [936. The Bibliotheque Nationale (Paris) arranged a retrospective exhibition of his
works in 1963, followed by a solo show in 1964 at the Museum of Modern Art in New York.

Imre Kinszki (1901-1945) makes his first photographic works in 1926, In 1931 he is a frequent author at the Fotémivészeti Hirek (Photo-
graphic News), then in a 1934 article he argues for the 'new objectivity'. The year |937 sees him as one of the founding members of the
Hungarian Moderm Photographers’ Association. He is a regular contributor to the journals American Photography and Popular Photography.

Klara Langer (1912-1973) After her fine arts studies she initially deals with advertising design, then her interest moves to photography. In the 1930s she
gets acquainted with the Socialist Arts Group. In the years 1938-1939 she works in Paris and then continues her advertising design work back at home.

Gyula Pap (1899-1983) was the Hungarian Bauhdusler. Painter, graphic artist, industrial designer and photographer. Between 1914-17
student at the Graphischen Lehr- und Versuchsanstalt in Vienna. Between 1917-18 soldier in the Battle of Doberdé (today Doberdob, SLO).
Between 1920-23 student at the Bauhaus — Weimar in the metal workshop. Worked as lithographer between 1923-25 in the Hungarian
southern plains and southern Transylvania. Painting teacher at the Itten Schule in Berlin between [926-33. Lived in Budapest from 1934
until the end of his life. Was director of the Nagy Balogh people’s college and painting school in Nagymaros between 1947-49, and was
teacher at the Academy of Fine Arts in Budapest between 1949-62.

Lajos Szabo was a regular participant in exhibitions of photography from 1937 to 1949. In 1937, founding member of the Modern Hungarian
Photographers group, and in the same year, arranged and also exhibited in the Daguerre Centenary International Photography Exhibition.
American Photography published an article on his work in 1949.

Kalman Szollésy (1887-1976) studied photography from Ervin Kankovszky and Rudolf Balogh in the 1920s. He would later teach several
generations. He was a member of the editorial board of Die Galerie. He took part in numerous exhibitions, with his pictures also published
in the magazines Camera and Amateur Photographer.

Erné Vadas (1899-1962) He has taken photographs since his childhood, later becomes a pupil of Rudolf Balogh. Vadas has been the
president of Hungrian Photographers' Association since its establishment. The editor of the Foto, he is also a regular contributor to the
Picture Post and the Lilliput but his works are published also in the Vanity Fair, the Harper's Bazaar and the lllustrated London News.

Istvan Vecsényi (Vetschka, Wetschka 1898-1976) Published in Fotdmivészeti Hirek [Photographic Art News] from 1931, and gave lec-
tures on photography. He often prepared bromide oil prints from his images, and regularly participated in exhibitions with his still lifes.
A solo exhibition of his work was arranged in 1937 by MAOSZ (National Association of Hungarian Amateur Photographers).

Ivan Vydarény (1887-1982) Architect, photographer, painter. His grandfather, studio photographer Stefan Wydareny, introduced him
to photography. He later published regularly on photographic themes, and in 1923, together with Dr Sandor Fejérvéry, published
Az dtnyomds kézikényve [The Handbook of Over-Pressing], which offered a comprehensive survey of photographic procedures.
His estate is preserved at the Hungarian Museum of Photography.
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
